1. Welcome and introduction:    Tom Neufeld opened the meeting and thanked everyone in attendance.

4. Park PM Update:

5. Elaine Adams, PPM representative submitted her formal apologies. TN stated that he had been updated by EA that there had been little activity on the account during the past month and only one additional payment had been collected.
 
6. Councillor Update/Questions:
JB stated that Library Services across West Dunbartonshire were currently under review. There will be a number of public consultations held to allow members to submit their responses.   JB asked for an update on the works currently ongoing in Beechwood Estate. Two residents had previously reported their concerns that a van was illegally parked in their street.   TN advised the committee he had been in touch with the van owner who stated the van would be moved within three weeks.   TN advised parking outwith nominated residents parking areas was an ongoing problem.


8. Chair Report:   
TN, Chairman, stated it had come to his attention that the Estate’s notice board was being used by private companies advertising their services.  It was generally agreed that a notice should be put on the board advising companies that this was a private notice board.

JM stated current balances in the accounts are:

JM, Treasurer, submitted an interim report that showed the last two years BWRA have spent £3,000 plus more than the income BWRA has taken in on that period on maintenance costs required to run the estate.    It was agreed that to recoup/cover ongoing mounting costs due to the age of the estate and significant storm damage repair costs it had become necessary to put in place a plan to protect the general maintenance account.  There were several options put on the table: increasing yearly fees, reducing the number of cuts of grass cutting, hedge trimming throughout the estate.   The committee was in agreement that a more detailed discussion would taken place at the next monthly meeting.
TN stated with regard to the trees at the bottom half of the gully area, a recent survey had highlighted necessary work that would cost thousands of pounds.

11. Contact Co-Ordinator:
RG had submitted his formal apologies.  Previously RG had advised the committee that autumn works were in the process of being completed. Two ash trees had been removed from Area 3 due to Ash Dieback disease, also work on the car park kerb on Beechwood Drive had been completed.   He was continuing with the task to plant 300 bulbs on the estate.

13. AOB:  A discussion took place re: Santa. Instead of visiting the children throughout the estate,  Santa would be made available for the children to visit him at the Rugby Club.    TN stated he would check the availability with the Rugby Club.
