1. Welcome and introduction:    Robert Kerr (Vice Chair) opened the meeting and thanked everyone in attendance.
    
2. Minutes:    Proposed by Janice McGarva and seconded by David Bole.

3. Matters arising from last meetings minutes:    No matters arising.

4. Park PM Update:
JC, Secretary, provided an update on behalf of Park PM, she advised that a total of 390 payments have been collected to date, in percentage terms 87.25%, 1 account remains on temporary hold and 17 accounts on legal action.    39 accounts remain outstanding.    BWRA has received a total payment to date of £16,536 with a further payment due next week for £2,925.60.
It was also confirmed that final reminders will be sent out in the next 14 days to any outstanding accounts.
5. Councillor Update/Questions:
JB provided an update in that there was a projected £10m shortfall for the following year but that figure could possibly change, revised upwards or downwards, still awaiting grant details from Scottish government.
A resident reported a manhole/drain collapsing on the street at the top of Broomhill Crescent. JB confirmed that this work is outsourced by a private contractor and he will check to see if Beechwood is included on the plan.
ID confirmed he would chase up the provision of a new bin at the lower bus stop Beechwood Road with the council and he stated he had asked for a new bin at the top of Beechwood Road as he noted it was very rusty.


6. Questions from Residents:
A resident enquired if there was an update following the agreement at the monthly meeting in April to purchase cameras.   She was advised that work in that area was still ongoing.
It was noted that pavements and roads throughout the estate had been marked with green paint with the initials BK within a square, it was decided it was possibly the work of contractors identifying remedial works and no action was recommended by the meeting.

7. Chair Report:   
TN, Chairman, stated that as there were no BWRA meetings held in the months of June & July because of renovations being undertaken at the Rugby Club it was good to be back to monthly meetings again.
TN reported that the rubbish problem recently reported on social media beside the flats off Beechwood Road has now been substantially cleared.      TN stated he had replaced defibrillator pads and he also stated that the battery may need to be replaced but he will continue to monitor the situation.

8. Secretary Report:    Nothing to report.

9. Treasures Report:
JM stated current balances in the accounts are:
General Maintenance:	£27,325.72
Reserve Account:	£20,960.87
Social Fund Account:	£      137.00
Total:			£48,423.59

JM confirmed that a substantial payment for necessary repairs to steps for the work undertaken by M & T Civils throughout the estate has been paid, that is, £8,795.   JM also stated that she had received the renewal for indemnity insurance and that will be due for payment in September.

10. Contact Co-Ordinator:
RG confirmed that there is some tree works due to start on the estate at the top of the gully area with the removal of two trees balanced over two houses that will need removing carefully.
RG stated that 6 sets of steps throughout the estate had been fully repaired and refurbished.
RG reported that there is a problem at the play area (area 2) where the ground is starting to fall away and a pipe underneath has collapsed and is washing the ground away.   He has received a quote from M & T Civils £3,887 to repair the pipe and build up all the ground.   
RG further stated that he had a walk around the estate with Brian, MGS, he recommended that 2 or 3 Cherry Trees are showing signs of stress and may have to be removed.
A resident reported that he has a problem with trees that are over 30 feet tall at the top of Beechwood behind the estate and they are causing him concern.   He stated that Jackie Baillie had been up but reported that the council confirmed it is nothing to do with them and that Barratt also confirmed it was not their responsibility. RG suggested that in autumn it may be possible for the garden contractors to take the canopies off the trees that are causing a problem at the top of Beechwood.
RG thanked the volunteers that assisted clearing the Himalayan Balsam at area 32.
RG further stated that the car parking area, area 35, there is a pathway falling in, he has received a quote of £500 to help pin it.    With regard to the new hedging in that area, RG reported that at least 70% of the new plants had survived the early heatwave that caused concern as the plants had just been put in.
A resident enquired about a stump at Beechwood Road, RG confirmed that the stump machine had been repaired and the work would be carried out in due course.

11. Social Convenor Report:
After some discussion, there was some general agreement, that it was too late in the season to organize a barbecue.   It was agreed that there was a possibility of having a sociable drink with the residents, potentially at end of September, quiz/bingo evening was suggested as a way forward.  DB stated he would discuss availability of dates with the Rugby Club and further discussions would take place at the next monthly meeting.

12. AOB:
RG confirmed he would attend later in the week to have a look at the tree problem behind the estate.   He further stated concern that the trees in the area behind the estate are covered by a TPO and planning would need to be involved to cut back or remove the trees.
A resident expressed concern with regard to the traffic not slowing down and cutting the corner at Murroch Crescent/Beechwood Road.   Councillor ID stated he would look into the possibility of a “slow down” sign being provided for that specific area.
