1. Welcome and Introduction- T Neufeld, (Chair) welcomedeveryone to themeeting. 

2. Matters arising from last month’s minutes  - none 

3. Proposed R Kerr seconded M Reid

4. Park PM Update: 3 further collections since last month. Currently in contact with 5 residents with promises to pay/ liquidation/upcoming sale. The next step for non-paying households will be through Solicitors, which will incur additional costs to non-payers. Agreed to put a final notice on Website to advise if not paid or contacted PM, there will be legal charges which are non-refundable incurred in the next process. Letters will be issued to non-payers in batches. Any non-payer with multiple properties will be actioned separately.  Chair acknowledged the improvement in collections over the years. 

5. Councillor Update/Questions: WDC meeting yesterday projected a deficit of around £15million, there is a freeze on recruitment and unfilled posts will not be advertised, this will mean a reduction in Services. They are increasing the sale of assets (land to developers) to put towards the deficit. There is expected Industrial action  7-10th Sept for Cleansing. No bins including public ones will be emptied during this time. 
T Neufeld highlighted that some of the road signs with the numbers in cul-de-sacs are faded – J Bollan will ask someone to have a look. Greenspace will resume their winter work in October (tree trimming etc) as some signs are blocked due to foliage

6. Questions from Residents: none

7. Chair report: Have received the replacement Defib pads which are valid to 2025, the other set is due for renewal at the end of the year. The cost was £40 and obtained through Heartstart, Helensburgh. Maintenance of the defib is ongoing .

8. Secretaryreport :renewal has been received for Indemnity Insurance, which has been paid £332.40.

9. Treasurer report:
The current balances in the accounts are unchanged from last month as bank statement only generated on 1st of the month, so the payment from Park Elaine mentioned last month is not yet confirmed:
· General Maintenance account £28296.11
· Reserve account £21941.12
· Social Fund account £832.16
· Total £51068.39
Outgoings this month will be £40 and £332.40 as mentioned previously. No recent MGS bill. 
Still to progress the signature changes on the accounts.  
10. Contact Co-ordinator report:All the action points are still outstanding. Have aWinter Walk agreed with MGS to identify future works date to be confirmed. Pencilled in 8/10/22 to look at doing work on clearing drainage/gullies volunteers are required. The date will depend on the weather. Council used to clear some of the drains, J Bollan will check this.  M Reid asked about the road drains as the ‘’gully sucker” hasn’t been round for some time. M Harris has reported a blocked drain in Broomhill Cres to WDC. Will look at the flower beds which are overgrown and consider starting again with new planting next year. 

11. Social Convenor report :Due to the current economic climate and fallout from COVID, there does not appear to be any interest on the estate of residents coming to a quiz or Bingo night. All agreed there is no point in pursuing these just now.  Suggestion made about getting trees decorated for Christmas, perhaps a completion to decorate the best tree involve the residents/kids.  Could also consider a Halloween option. 

12. AOB:I Dickson had advised that some residents had approached him about a play area for the children on the estate. If any residents have suggestions, can they bring them direct to the committee meeting, with a formal proposal, including costs and locations. Previously some residents were against this. 
R Stibbs highlighted that he had seen a paper regarding the possibility of enforced powercuts in the New Year rotating in zones.
